The meeting was called to order at 4:00 p.m. by Chairman Doug Voyles.  Introductions of staff and visitors were made.
1) Approve contract for architect services and bid for the Higher Education Center.  
President Turner informed the Board that HB2857 requires a resolution in order to contract with someone to perform duties that cost more than $250,000 and cannot be performed by our existing personnel.

Bryan Branstetter moved, seconded by Tony Turner, to accept the following resolution:

“The Blue Mountain Community College Board of Education determines that it does not have the personnel or equipment needed for the architectural design and renderings for the new educational facility planned for the Hermiston campus.  It is therefore necessary to go forward with a procurement to contract for such services with a qualified architectural firm.”


Motion carried.

President Turner asked the Board to approve the contract for architect services between Mahlum and Blue Mountain Community College in the amount of $464,000 with $100,000 - $125,000 in additional services.  

Bryan Branstetter asked if we could approve the contract without the additional services and come back at a later date for approval of these types of services.  President Turner asked if he could engage the architects for the additional services beyond the $464,000 if they were within his spending authority.  Doug Hojem stated he would need to look into this.  President Turner would prefer to get Board approval for the additional services at this time.

Bryan Branstetter moved, seconded by Tony Turner, to approve the architect contract for $464,000 and grant President Turner the authority to expend up to $150,000 in additional services as necessary.  Motion carried.  
Hearing no further business to come before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 4:09 p.m.
