Under this consortium agreement, the individual specified herein is an admitted and currently enrolled Blue Mountain Community College (BMCC) student, taking courses at another Federal Title IV-eligible postsecondary institution during the single term specified and may receive federal and/or state aid from BMCC as his/her “HOME” institution based on combined credit hours.  Term-by-term use of this Financial Aid Consortium Agreement is at the sole discretion of BMCC’s Director of Student Financial Assistance.  This agreement is enacted only when completed and signed appropriately by all parties.  

Due to probable delays inherent in transferring federal aid eligibility from one school to another, a student is discouraged from changing their home institution within an academic year unless upon the completion of a program.

Student Responsibility:

In order for BMCC to function as the HOME institution, your signature below indicates that you have read and understand the following rights and responsibilities of a BMCC dual enrolled student and have designated BMCC as their “HOME” school for Federal Title IV aid application, eligibility and disbursement purposes: 

1. I am pursuing the completion of a degree OR certificate at BMCC.

2. I will enroll only in credits that are required to complete my declared program.

3. I will request that BMCC evaluate the course or courses I am taking at the home institution to verify that this course or courses apply towards my stated degree program.

4. I will be taking at least 1 course from BMCC during the term indicated above.

5. I understand that it is AGAINST FEDERAL LAW to accept federal financial aid through more than one institution’s in the same academic term for ANY reason.

6. I understand that, in general, the administrative policies of my home institution will be used when processing and monitoring my file (exception: refund on partial withdraw).

7. I understand that to be eligible for a deferment on prior educational loans, I must be taking 6 credits from BMCC and that some or all credits taken at my host institution may not apply towards my enrollment status at BMCC for financial aid purposes.

8. I understand that I must successfully complete the term enrollment at my host institution specified under this agreement for consideration of future aid eligibility based on dual enrollment with BMCC as my home institution.
9. I understand that it is my responsibility to ensure that my HOME institution receives official notification of my grades from my host institution immediately upon term completion and that the cost of official transcripts is to be paid by the student.  

10. Funds for subsequent terms will be held until BMCC is in receipt of official grade transcripts.

BMCC’s Responsibility as Home Institution:

1. Determine and award eligibility for federal and state aid, disburse eligible aid, monitor satisfactory academic progress (successful completion of minimum attempted term-based credits and maintenance of at least a 2.0 cumulative GPA at BMCC is required), and process repayments, as necessary, under the Return of Title IV funds policy.

2. Retain all required records for the requisite time necessary to maintain compliance with pertinent federal, state, and institutional regulations and procedures.   

3. Submit Student Status Confirmation Report to the USED for credits transcribed at BMCC.  

Host Institution’s Responsibility: 

1. Ensure that this student does not receive federal or state aid through the host school during the term specified under this agreement.

2. Upon the request of this student or BMCC, or upon the end of the term specified under this agreement, whichever is earlier, provide official notification to BMCC’s Student Financial Assistance Office in a timely manner of student’s grades.

3. Should this student withdraw from the host institution during the term specified under this agreement, the host institution will notify home institution in a timely manner.  In such case as BMCC must calculate a Return to Title IV, the host institution shall provide BMCC with the information necessary to perform this calculation and will return to the home institution any tuition refund that must be credited to a financial aid program, both in a timely manner.   

4. A student enrolled in more than one institution during a single term may be eligible to receive institutional or third-party scholarships or other forms of financial assistance through each or any of the institutions in which s/he enrolls.  Therefore, the host institution is required to notify the home institution of any such financial resources made available to this student in a timely basis for the coordination of aid.  

5. Submit Student Status Confirmation Report to the USED for credits transcribed at the host institution.
