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STATEMENT OF RIGHTS AND RESPONSIBILITITES
For Utilizing Military Educational Benefits

I understand that:
· I must be pursuing a BMCC degree or Certificate to be eligible for Military Education Benefits and register for ONLY courses that count toward my stated degree or certificate.

· I am responsible for payment of tuition, fees, and materials for any and all courses that do not pertain to my stated degree or certificate.

· I understand that the Veteran’s Clerk may certify ONLY my enrollment for those courses that pertain to my stated degree or certificate.

· I must work with an academic advisor to ensure progress toward my stated degree or certificate.

· Education Benefit payments are sent directly to me and it is my responsibility to use those benefits to first, satisfy any balance owed to BMCC.  I may use excess funds at my discretion.

· If I register for classes it is my responsibility to pay my tuition in full (or make satisfactory payment arrangements) on time, regardless of whether my education benefits have yet arrived, or I understand that I will incur late fees.

· I must notify the BMCC Veteran’s Clerk if I change my degree objective and complete the appropriate “Change of Program” form.

· An evaluation of prior credit is required whenever I change my degree objective.

· I must report any changes in my enrollment status to the Veteran’s Clerk.

· I must maintain a 2.0 cumulative grade point average.

· Probation status will occur if my cumulative GPA falls below 2.0 or if I do not successfully complete the minimum number of credits according to my certified enrollment level (Full-time = 12+ credits; ¾ time = 9-11 credits; ½ time = 6-8 credits; ¼ time = less than 6 credits).

· Suspension status will occur if:

· I complete two consecutive terms below the minimum number of credits according to my certified enrollment level (Full-time = 12+ credits; ¾ time = 9-11 credits; ½ time = 6-8 credits; ¼ time = less than 6 credits).

· I receive grades of all W’s, F’s, INC’s, or any combination of these grades in a given term.

· If I have two consecutive terms of a less than a 2.0 cumulative GPA.

· If suspended, my entitlement will be interrupted until I complete one term using my own resources.  After successfully completing one term, at least ½ time (6 – 8 credits) on my own, I may request reinstatement and back pay.

*If I am a transfer student:  It is my responsibility to obtain official grade transcripts from all colleges or postsecondary schools that I have previously attended, whether or not Military Education Benefits were received.  I must request an evaluation of my transfer transcripts to determine what, if any, courses from prior colleges count toward my stated BMCC degree.  It is my responsibility to ensure that the VA Clerk has been notified of the completed evaluation.  Failure to have my transfer transcripts evaluated within two terms may result in an overpayment of benefits which I may be required to repay to the VA.

The BMCC Veteran’s Clerk is not directly associated with the Department of Veterans Affairs (VA), and does not determine education benefit eligibility.  Education benefits payments are sent directly to the student.  Based on information provided by you, along with college records, we certify your enrollment to the VA for their determination of your payment eligibility.
