Definitions:
Cheating:  Using or attempting to use unauthorized assistance (another person’s knowledge, study guides, files, storage devices); providing unauthorized assistance; completing part or all of an assignment for another person; providing/using test information scheduled at a later time; purchasing an assignment.

Plagiarism: Using an author’s ideas, words, and data without proper citation.  This includes matters associated with direct quotation, paraphrasing, and summary of argument.

Falsification: Fabricating or changing experimental data; altering work for re-grading; citing non-existent sources.

Academic Misconduct: Misrepresenting academic records, including forging signatures on College forms; multiple submission (submitting work from another academic requirement without permission); theft of materials related to academic work; giving false reasons for failure to complete assignments.
